    I would like to file my opposition to the proposed Inflatable Bladder Dam the Historic Pawtucket Falls. I oppose this installation mainly because we will be at greater threat from flooding because of the higher average water levels. Enel tells us that the river will be full nearly all the time. The historic flashboard system empties the river basin, in the spring, during high flows. The inflatable bladder system will never do this. More water in the river to Enel means more money, more water in the river to us means more flooding. The environmental and economic impacts from flooding are overwhelming.
    I also oppose the inflatable dam because the Historic Pawtucket Dam will be altered forever, and because the trash that now builds up at the Dam and is removed and disposed of properly, will be sent down river by the proposed inflatable dam. This amounts to many, many dumpsters full of trash every few months or so. See the reverse side of this letter for a picture of the trash that would be sent downriver. This is totally unacceptable. I urge FEMA to deny Enel in its application for the proposed bladder dam and stop literally tons of trash from being allowed to flow downriver all the way to the Atlantic Ocean. I urge FERC to reopen Enel’s license to fully examine how higher water tables affect flooding.
